WHERE ARE THEY NOW? 

Thatcham were one of the founder members of the League back in 1986/87. Their one and only title came 
some ten years later. Runners Up awards came in 1998/99 and 2005/06. The latter saw the Berkshire club 
joining the Southern League. The best season at Step 4 came in 2010/11 with a 5th place.  
Back at Step 5 for a second time, they currently play in the Hellenic League and are in their third season back 
at this level- last season saw them collect runners up slot.  

Whilst in our League, they achieved their best season in the FA Cup. Wins against 
Brockenhurst, Bemerton Heath Harlequins (after a replay), Gloucester City and Bashley saw 
them tackle Boreham Wood in the 4th Qualifying Round- going down 5-0 away. This term, 
in the FA Cup, Wessex sides Petersfield Town, Alresford Town and Hamworthy United fell 
by the wayside before a 2nd Qualifying Round loss at Banbury United ended the run. 
In the FA Vase the Berkshire team enjoyed a run to the Quarter Final in 1988/89. All games 

were away from home and progress was made versus Horndean, East Cowes Vics, Abingdon United, Tiverton 
Town and Bridport before going down 2-0 at Hungerford Town in the last 8. 
The Kingfishers seemed to save their best form whilst in our competition to the League Cup. Winners on four
