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WHERE THEREõS FOOTBALL THEREõS SYDENHAMS! 
As a League we are extremely grateful and indebted to Sydenhams for their generous and lasting sponsorship 
moreso perhaps given the range of football that is in a sense on offer to the Company given the large area 
their Business embraces. Leaving aside Bournemouth and Southampton because of the number of teams 
involved ς though Sholing and Bournemouth Poppies perhaps deserve a mention for the season to date ς a 
look alphabetically at the places in which the Company trade and the associated Clubs. 
We start in ABINGDON in Oxfordshire where there are two Clubs who perhaps both, but certainly in one case, 
have seen better days. Abingdon United were long time members of the Southern League until a few years 
ago and are now in the lower reaches of the Hellenic League Premier Division ς they played both Alton and 
Alresford in the Vase this season ς whilst Abingdon Town, once of the Ryman League, are now in Division 
One east of the Hellenic League and literally struggling for their existence.  
Westward to BATH currently in the National League South and playing at their iconic Twerton Park Ground 
where 3500 people recently watched their clash with Torquay. BLANDFORD are long time members of the 
Dorset Premier League, one step below our Division One, and DEVIZES are mid table in the Western League 
Division One and still playing at their Nursteed Road Ground which never seems to alter over the years. A 
little higher up the Pyramid to DORCHESTER where their neat Stadium hosts Southern League Premier 
Division South football ς the Club are currently 18th in the table ς and top class Womens football with Yeovil 
Ladies.  
GILLINGHAM, now complete with new Ground, withdrew from the Western League a couple of seasons ago 
in favour of the Dorset Premier while GUERNSEY, the furthest outpost of the Sydenhams Empire, play in the 
Ryman League South with journeys every other week to Kent and Sussex. NEWPORT Isle of Wight need no 
introduction whilst POOLE TOWN are mid table in the Southern League Premier Division after their relegation 
from the National League last season.  
RYDE, once of the Wessex League, are represented by Ryde Saints who play at the Speedway Stadium in the 
Isle of Wight Division Two, though there are currently rumours that the ground could be hosting a higher 
level of football. SALISBURY are another who need no introduction having continued to climb the Pyramid 
since their rebirth in the Sydenhams League Wessex and are now successfully plying their trade in the 
Southern League Premier South.  
SANDOWN are in 10th spot in the island Division One whilst perpetual Promotion applicants ς though they 
did not apply this season ς SWANAGE are 10th in the DPL and not enjoying the best of seasons by their 
standard. Another former Sydenhams League Club, WARMINSTER TOWN, sit midway in Western League One 
whilst WINCHESTER, having picked up of late, are seventh in the Southern League South Division.  
That, moving away from the alphabetical order, just leaves WICKHAM and MAIDEN BRADLEY. There is a 
Wickham side in the Meon Valley Sunday League but Maiden Bradley, which is near Warminster on the 
Wiltshire/Somerset border, sadly does not appear to have a Club in the village.

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THE DERBY ð SYDENHAMS STYLE 
Last week we looked at matches between Lymington and Brockenhurst ς two places little more than five 
miles apart ς and today the distance between the two participants is three tenths of a mile further as we 
look at the last five seasons of matches between RINGWOOD TOWN and VERWOOD TOWN. 
For reasons which will become clear later we have to go back as far as season 2008/09 for the first of the 
meetings when the two Clubs finished six points apart in eleventh and thirteenth places in the table which 
was headed by Totton and Eling. The first game was in August, early in the season, with Ringwood winning 
by two nil at Potterne Park courtesy of goals from Cheol Kim and Dan Baguley. The return fixture was in mid-
February and honours were even in a one all draw with Nicholas Howes scoring for Ringwood and substitute 
Carl Chivers securing a point for the visitors. 
Season 2009/10 and again the two Clubs were separated by six points at the end of the season with Ringwood 
fifth and Verwood two places lower in the final table. In what would be a rare event nowadays the two Clubs 
met at Ringwood on Boxing Day with the home side winning one nil with the goal credited as an own goal! 
In early April Ringwood confirmed superiority for the season with a three two win at Verwood with two goals 
from Sean Leadbetter and one from Carl Fleet while Paul Arnold and Luke Homer scored for the home side.

One season on to when Downton were Champions with Ringwood and Verwood in sixth and ninth places in 
the table. Both fixtures between the two Clubs were played late on in the season with Ringwood winning the 
first in March two one on their own ground with goals from Nicholas Howes and Dan Marks with John Wells 
netting for Verwood. The return was the penultimate fixture of the season in late April and finished all square 
at two goals apiece. Michael Haskell and Martin Smith scored the home goals with Carl Fleet and Dan Marks 
netting in reply.

Three days after Christmas one hundred and sixty 
one people -this is the first season attendances were recorded on fulltime ς saw Verwood win three nil at 
Potterne Park with two goals from Mike Haskell and one from Luke Homer and in early March Verwood 
scored three again at Long Lane through Charlie Gajic, Martin Smith and John Webb with Ringwood claiming 
a consolation goal through Martin Edwards and the attendance recorded as ninety two.

(two) and Ryan Kelly adding to the goal tally for the visitors. Two highly entertaining games to complete the 
review.

Three first-half goals were enough for the home 
team against a side that battled gamely and 
improved after the break when Sholing eased off.

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A good start to the match - in the first minute Sporting keeper Sam Arnold had to run out and clear from the 
onrushing Dan Mason. then the visitors came forward and looked dangerous on a couple of occasions;

A fairly 
comfortable win for Sholing, who are now in the quarter-final, and must be one of the favourites given their 
current form.
